Expected outcomes of the workshop for the participants
Participants will gain an understanding of how integrated didactics can be applied to enrich language education at secondary level and will explore how this can be implemented in their own teaching. They will also be asked to provide feedback on the approach.

Expected products to be developed during the workshop

As a tangible output, participants will jointly analyse and develop materials. In addition to discussing concepts, the workshop will encourage participants to provide feedback on the tools developed in the project and to create and adapt materials that are suitable for both their linguistic and cultural contexts.
